Amnesty international believes that where women’s access to safe and legal abortion services and information is restricted, their fundamental human rights may be at grave risk. Amnesty International therefore calls on states to prevent and end grave abuses of women’s human rights in accordance with state obligations under international human rights standards and:repeal all laws which permit the imprisonment or any other criminal sanction on women who seek or have an abortion, and all other laws which provide for imprisonment or other criminal penalties solely for those providing information about or carrying out abortions; provide access to medical services for complications arising from abortion to all women in need in any circumstance, regardless of the legal status of abortion; provide access to medical services for complications arising from abortion to all women in need in any circumstance, regardless of the legal status of abortion; take all necessary measures to ensure that safe and legal abortion services are available, accessible, acceptable and of good quality for all women who require them in cases of pregnancy as a result of rape, sexual assault or incest and pregnancy which poses a risk to the life or grave risk to the health of the woman.
