The reason
why the motion is discussed once again is
because the mover seeks a better
explanation and more grounded arguments
than what was presented during the
annual meeting in 2023.

Plea

That Amnesty Sweden raises this issue at Amnesty International’s Global
Annual Meeting in order for Amnesty International's current ruling on
prostitution to change. The goal is for the policy to have the following
starting points:

That Amnesty International Global publicly states that they are in

favor of the Nordic model.

That Amnesty International should urge countries to introduce an exit

program for those who are vulnerable in prostitution.

That Amnesty's policy on prostitution instead focuses on the human
rights that the sexually exploited need and not see them as workers
who need union help.

That Amnesty workers receive new training on the subject.

The new policy and staff training will be discussed with experts and
the most vulnerable so that the policy can best protect the exploited.

For several years, the Amnesty movement has
devoted resources and time to investigating,
discussing and anchoring the issue, and has also
adopted the current policy in a democratic order with
the support of a large majority of the sections. The
policy has also been in place since 2016 and today
forms the basis for Amnesty's actual work both in
individual countries and with the UN and regional
human rights systems. The Board believes that the
conditions for influencing and changing the
fundamental elements of decriminalization in
Amnesty's global policy are non-existent, as there is
a complete lack of support for such a change in the
global Amnesty movement.
